m Request Transportation Commission study the

Comprehensive Plan to determine if new or amended
policies are needed for 2017




Complete Streets - Defined

m Complete Streets are corridors and networks that are
scoped, planned, designed, built, operated and
maintained to enable safe access for all users.

m Pedestrians, bicyclists, motorists and transit riders of
all ages and abilities must be able to safely move
along and across a Complete Street.

m RCW 47.04.320(1) states that <Complete Streets>
ordinances should “provide safe access to all users,
iIncluding bicyclists, pedestrians, motorists, and public
transportation users.”

m May 2016 - Washington State Transportation Improvement
Board (TIB) introduced the Complete Streets Award
Program to encourage jurisdictions to adopt and
implement Complete Streets policy

m Award is flexible money that may be given to any city or
county in Washington state that has adopted a Complete

Streets ordinance

m Must show an integrated and sustained ethic of planning
and building streets that use context sensitive solutions to
accommodate all users, including pedestrians, transit
riders, bicyclists, and motorists

Complete Streets Award Program

m o be eligible for a Complete Streets Award, a jurisdiction
must have an adopted complete streets ordinance

m 54 cities and one county in Washington meet this
eligibility requirement (as of 9/8/2016)

m Bellevue has policies, plans and projects that
demonstrate an integrated and sustained complete
streets ethic, however...

* These efforts do not satisfy the eligibility requirement
of having a Complete Streets Ordinance adopted by
October 1, 2016
