EXPECTATIONS OF THE NEW BKR MODEL

•Multi-modal:

o Generate multimodal performance metrics

o Assess multimodal needs and potential usage

•More sensitive to changes in:

o Land use - densities, mixed use

o Travel options & transportation technologies

o Congestion

o Transportation policies such as tolling and parking 

cost
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• Partnership: Kirkland, Redmond, PSRC

• Contracted with RSG Consultant 

• Significant portion of the work done by staff to 

save budget
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HOW THE NEW MODEL WILL BE DEVELOPED



BUDGET & SCHEDULE

• $150,000 contract

• Expect to complete the initial model 

development in mid 2017

• Test and refine for real world applications 

thereafter
