Sources of Candidate Projects: CTPL
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Total of 89 projects in the CTPL:
• 3 are completed
• 12 are currently in CIP
• 43 are in current TFP or focus 

on roadway/intersection 
improvements

• 31 focus on other needs or 
best implemented by others.

Sources of Candidate Projects—Ped/Bike Plan
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435 total projects in plan: 
• 144 “high” priority ped 

projects
• 73 bike projects on a 

“priority” bicycle corridor.

• BAT lanes,
