The Community Council in partnership with the Department of Planning and Community
Development hosted a public event/open house styled forum to define the scoping of the
Comprehensive Plan update. Staff facilitated roundtable discussions to solicit community input
on their vision of a future Bellevue. Each table examined how the city has changed, captured the
impacts of new Census population and job growth, focused on how to meet long-term
